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Kannada  Rajyotsava  was  held  for  the  fifth  consecutive  year  on  12th  November,  2019  by  the                
Editorial   Board   in   an   attempt   to   honour   Karnataka’s   rich   heritage   and   language.  
 
In  the  morning,  there  was  a  flag  hoisting  ceremony  in  the  university  Quadrangle,  after  which  the                 
naada   geethe    was   sung   in   unison   by   all   those   present   with   the   music   club   taking   the   lead.  
 
The  crux  of  the  event  was  held  in  the  afternoon  of  the  same  day,  at  IS  Seminar  Hall.  Prof.  M                     
Krishne  Gowda,  a  columnist  and  a  famous  speaker,  was  the  chief  guest  for  the  event.  Dr.  Lenin                  
Jawahar  Nesan,  the  Vice  Chancellor  of  JSSSTU  presided  over  the  main  function.  Dr.  M.  S.
